Honors:

Two of our chapter members, Pilar Castro-Reino and Lisa Murillo, were honored at the Colorado Library Association Annual Conference and awarded the CLA Award for Exemplary Library Service to Ethnic Populations for their work at the Valdez-Perry branch of the Denver Public Library.

Projects:

Major fundraiser in Summer 1999.  Orlando Archibeque, Colorado Chapter member completed the Pikes Peak Marathon Race.  Funds which included contributions from non-chapter members, $825 contributed by Colorado Chapter members and a pledge-match in the amount of $1000 contributed by Camila Alire for an amount totaling over $2000 were raised for RNCII.

Second fundraiser in September 1999 was a day at the Flea Market.  Funds raised in the amount of $65 are earmarked for Chapter contribution to REFORMA Scholarship Fund.

Chapter members staffed the information booth at the Rocky Mountain Children's Book Festival in November 1999.  This has become an annual event for the chapter.

Implemented a Membership renewal drive in December 1999 for the retention of current members, past members and institutional membership.  While we lost a couple of members we gained 3 Library memberships.

Sponsored an Author Series at two local high schools.  We invited two local hispanic authors, Lalo Delgado and Anthony Vigil to speak to students at North High School and West High School in Denver.  The programs were extremely successful with over 70 students and adults attending each program.  We received some very favorable comments from the participants and look forward to continuing this series.

Future Plans:

We need to increase our membership base.  In the upcoming year, we are going to work on revising our bylaws and focus on attracting new members.
